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From the Pastorõs Desk   by Pastor Beverly Andrews 

òChristmas is coming, tra la, 

tra la!ó This little saying from 

my mother -in -lawõs childhood 

in South Dakota became our 

family mantra whenever our 

children would beg for 

something in the stores in the 

lead -up to that blessed day. As they grew up and 

began to recognize more about the deep meaning 

of Christmas, this became our response to sighs 

about how tough things were on some issue or 

other.  

It is good to remember Christõs coming, no matter 

the time or circumstances. As we will discover in 

our study of òThe Journey,ó Jesus did not come into 

a perfectly ordered, beautiful, or economically 

secure setting. Jesus was born into poverty ð or at 

least very modest means; into a harsh landscape; 

and into a time of occupation and control by an 

outside nation. Jesus came, not because it was 

convenient or welcoming, but because òGod so 

loved the world.ó Jesus came, ònot to condemn the 

world, but that the world might be saved through 

Him.ó Last night our confirmands read these two 

verses (John 3: 16 -17) as Godõs answer to sin. Jesus 

came to redeem the world.  

Since 9/11/2001 we have all been saying that we 

need to refocus on the values most essential to us. 

Family, faith, and community are the values most 

often lifted up in those discussions. This Advent 

season we have the opportunity to put those 

discussions into action here at Chiques as we 

welcome our Redeemer. Answer Godõs call to take 

time away from the mayhem, and allow Christõs 

coming to happen again in you.  

Our church family will be meeting weekly to study 

in more depth the coming of Jesus. Bring your self 

and your family into this time of study, fellowship, 

and reaching out to those in the larger community 

who need to know Jesusõ love. 

Our weekly worship will be focusing on a deeper 

understanding of the human characters God 

worked through to make the way for Jesusõ coming. 

Be with us as we seek to deepen our availability as 

òway-makersó for Christ in our world today. 

As we celebrate Christõs coming at Christmas, 

remember Revelation 3:20: òListen, I am standing at 

the door, knocking; if you hear my voice and open 

the door, I will come in to you and eat with you, 

and you with me.ó In the painting of Christ 

knocking outside our Butzer Room, you notice that 

the door has no knob on the outside. Jesus knocks 

but will not force entry. We must open the door of 

our hearts.  

Advent is the annual invitation to open our 

heartdoors to Jesus. Even if you have opened to 

Him before, inviting Him in again will lead to a 

deeper level of connection with the One who came 

to save. Any valuable relationship requires regular 

communication. Listen! Heõs knocking for you.
